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Nordhymn invites you to the spring seminar in Helsinki, 24-25 March, with the theme
‘Hymns in Marginals and Marginal Groups’ Hymns’. The idea is to focus on the hymns and
spiritual songs of different minorities and their singing practices, as well as the use of the
hymns and spiritual songs in rare, unusual, or limited situations. The approach can be
present-day or historical. Minorities can refer to, for example, ethnic and linguistic minorities,
sexual and gender minorities, minority churches and spiritual movements, and various
disability groups, as well as situations, circumstances, and people outside the majorities in
general.

Our main venue will be the House of Science and Letters in the centre of Helsinki
(Kirkkokatu 6). On Monday evening, we will visit Tikkurila Church in Vantaa. It is the newest
church in Finland, built and ordained in 2021. In Tikkurila, we will have a workshop and a
concert ‘Hymn play’, conducted by Sirkku Rintamaki.

The seminar fee is €30, payable in cash on site, and includes lunch and coffee. Dinner on
Monday is at your own expense.

Hymnologi - Nordisk tidsskrift is going to produce a themed issue with the same topic.

The languages of the event are Scandinavian languages (Swedish, Norwegian, Danish) and
English.
